Understand where you currently stand
regarding your overall goal, and create one
that’s attainable but challenging nevertheless
because, without a good challenge, there’s no
growth.

RELEVANT

Set academic goals that are relevant to your
career or education, and make sure your goal
is connected to your overarching goals. This
way, each step you take will lead you toward
your goal and help you progress in the right
direction.

TIME-BASED

Every goal should have a deadline. Assighing a
due date for each goal can create a sense of
urgency and help you prioritize effectively.
